Spring Semester: February to July
Fall Semester: August to December

Each semester has two exam weeks. Dates are communica-
ted at the beginning of each semester.

For the Spring semester: November 1st
For the Fall semester: May 1st

Dates are flexible, but we strongly advise nominations to be
sent at least two months before classes start, to allow
students enough time to obtain their VISA, buy plane
tickets and make accommodation arrangements.

Application
Documents

Partner institutions should nominate their students by e-mail
(cri.direitorio@fgv.br) providing us with the students’ full names,
passport copies and e-mail contacts. Subsequently, our Office of
International Affairs and Global Cooperation will contact the stu-
dents directly, issue an acceptance letter and provide them with all
registration and enrollment instructions. The required documents to

complete registration and enrollment procedures are:

One passport size photo (white background)
Copy of your passport and visa

Transcript of Records

Declaration of Support and Liability

Statement of Responsibility

Copy of an insurance policy with minimum
coverage of EUR 30,000 (thirty thousand Euros)
or USD 42,000 (forty-two thousand Dollars), valid
for the entire period of the exchange program, incl.
posthumous transfer to the home country.




Classes &
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Language of Instruction

We do not require any
l[anguage tests. However, most
courses are taught in Portu-
guese. Each semester we offer
a selection of classes taught in
English. Nevertheless, students
are strongly encouraged to
attend at least one of our Por-
tuguese courses. All courses
are made available on our
website.

Credit System

FGV does not work with the
ECTS system, but rather with
hour credits. The courses
offered by FGV Rio Law usually
have a load of 60h (approxi-
mately 5 to 6 ECTS) or 30h
(approximately 3 to 4 ECTS).
Students are graded on a scale
from O (minimum) to 10 (maxi-
mum). The passing grade is 7.

Course Load and Registration

Exchange students are free to enroll in
as many courses as they like. However,
we usually recommend enrollment in
four courses. If students cannot find
sufficient classes for their academic
needs at the Law School, they are
welcome to attend up to a total of two
courses in other FGV Schools such as
Economics, Management, Social
Sciences, International Relations,
Communications, and Math.

For exchange students, the Office of
International Affairs and Global
Cooperation is assisting in the
registration process. Once registered,
courses can be dropped in the first
two weeks of the semester.




and Buddy System

Every exchange student is assigned a buddy, a local
law student from our university, to help the exchange
student with their day-to-day challenges. In addition,
FGV Rio Law hosts more than 20 student associations
and sport clubs, in which exchange students are wel-
come to participate.

‘ Housing

FGV does not offer on-campus accommoda-
tion, but the Office of International Affairs and
Global Cooperation can support students look-
ing for housing. Apart from the student housing
located nearby, there is an ample offer of rooms
and apartments for short- and middle-term
rental in Rio de Janeiro’s South Zone (Ipanema,
Copacabana, Botafogo, Flamengo, etc.). Please
do not hesitate to contact us in case you need
further assistance.

Cost of Living

Housing: Renting a room usually varies from
R$ 1,000 to R$ 3,000 per month in the South
Zone of the city (the most noble and touristic
area of Rio).

Food: around R$ 1,500 per month

Transportation: around R$ 400 per month

Rio de Janeiro’s South Zone offers ample
leisure opportunities and space for physical
activities. Apart from swimming in the Atlantic
ocean, there are endless possibilities to play
beach volley, foot volley, beach tennis or other
beach sports at one of the many stretches of
beach in and around the South Zone. Further-
more, outdoor gyms, bike lanes along the
ocean coast and, among other natural
reserves, the large Aterro do Flamengo as well
as the nearby Tijuca forest, many hills and trails
allow for a variety of physical activities
surrounded by nature.

In addition to physical activities, there are
many close by tourist attractions, such as the
Sugarloaf mountain, the Corcovado mountain
with the Christ the Redeemer statue, the
Escadaria Selardn, the Maracana stadium, the
Museu do Amanha, or the Botanical Gardens,
and a large offering of after-class activities. Be
it a coconut water at the Mureta da Urca or a
caipirinha at a live samba event - Rio got you
covered.

And last but not least for the explorers: Both
the main bus terminal, from where one can
visit almost every corner of this huge country,
as well as the domestic airport are within a
quarter of an hour from FGV by taxi.
In-state attractions such as the beaches of
Arraial do Cabo, Cabo Frio or Buzios, as well as
small (former) fishing towns such as Angra dos
Reis or Paraty and the nearby llha Grande can
be reached by bus within few hours.
